Course Description: 

This course is designed to prepare the students for careers in natural resource systems. The course examines the management of game and non-game wildlife species, fish, and aquacrops and their ecological needs as related to current agricultural practices.
Course Objectives: Students will be able to:

1. Analyze the importance of wildlife, with emphasis on use and management.

2. Discuss the history of wildlife, fisheries, and ecological management.

3. Identify laws and regulations regarding the use of wildlife resources.

4. Demonstrate specific safety certification requirements for Hunter Education, Boater Education,  Angler Education, and NASP

5. Identify appropriate law enforcement authority.

6. Identify the basic ecological concepts of game management.

7. Identify game, non-game, and fish species.

8. Describe the management of wildlife populations.

9. Describe wildlife and fish harvesting techniques and procedures.

10. Apply cartographic skills to natural resource activities.

11. Demonstrate the concepts related to the importance of facilities, harvest, processing, and marketing of aquaculture products.

12. Develop an improved supervised agriculture experience program as it relates to agriculture, food, and natural resources.

You are not required to purchase the project. The fees will be based on the current wholesale prices of the items at the time they are being made. If you would like to purchase the project, then you would pay the fee.
